General Overtime Guidelines 
 
Maintenance staff will respond to the following 

calls: 

 

1. Gas Leaks; 

2. Electrical Problems;  

3. Smoke Detector;  

4. Power Outages (only at Pinecroft, Ashe Man-

or, Spratley House, Ridley and Marshall);  

5. No Heat between 5:00 pm on Friday and 8:00 

am on Sunday or holidays if the next day is a 

working day.  If the next day is not a working 

day, accepts calls until 6:00 p.m.;  

6. Floods and Sewer Problems;  

7. Broken Windows;  

8. Collapsed ceiling or damaged roofs;  

9. Commode stopped up (if two in apartment 

hold to next day if that is a normal business 

day); 

10. Lock Out/Lock Change;  

11. Damaged Exterior Doors;  

12. Fire.  

 

Note to Residents:  If you believe the situation 

can wait until the next day, call first thing in the

¶ Organize your personal bag (keys, wallet, medication,    

       make-up). 

¶ Practical clothing (pants and comfortable shoes). 

¶ Lock vehicle doors and utilize seatbelts. 

¶ Store packages in trunk. 

¶ Park in highly visible areas, and secure and leave   

      your vehicle in an expedient manner. 

¶ Visibly check area around your vehicle as you leave  

      shopping areas or other locations. 

¶ Ask store security personnel to escort you to your  

      vehicle. 

¶ Observe outside activity prior to walking out. 

¶ Report suspicious activity to law enforcement.
