           ¶  Be 18 years old (Any person who is 17 years old and will be eighteen years of age at 

       the next election shall be permitted to register in advance and also vote in 

 any intervening primary or special election;  

           ¶  Does not claim the right to vote in any other State;  

           ¶  Not currently declared mentally incompetent by a court of law;    

           ¶  If convicted of a felony, your right to vote must have been restored.

Å  Poison centers answer more than 4 million calls    

   each year. Thatõs one call every eight seconds.     

   According to the American Association of Poi -   

   son Centers; children younger than 6 years old   

   account for about half of the calls placed to poi    

   son centers. The center reported over 150,000   

   calls made about exposure to common household  

   pesticides. These figures show the need for   

   everyone to lock up pesticides and household   

   chemicals out of childrenõs reach- preferably in   

   a high cabinet.  

Å  Never leave household chemicals unattended   

   when you are using them.  
Å  Use child -resistant packaging by closing the   

   container tightly after use.  

 

What chemical -containing products are in your 

home? Common products that could  seriously 

harm a child if ingested include:  

 
Å   Bath and kitchen disinfectants and sanitizers,   

    including bleach;

Å  Weed killers;  

Å  Products used to kill mold or mildew;  

Å  Before using these products read the product      

    label first and follow the directions.  

 

If someone has swallowed or inhaled a pesticide or 

gotten pesticide in the eye or on the skin:  

 

Å   Call 911 if the person is unconscious, having     

    trouble breathing, or having convulsions.
